What are we covering this term?:
Year 1 and 2 Other

• We have computing each week with extra access 
to the laptops and iPads.

• RE will be one afternoon session a week.
• The children will have PE twice a week. Children 

will need to come to school in their PE kit. 
• This half term children will have PE on Mondays 

and Tuesdays.

 



Reading

• Every child will take part in guided reading sessions.
• Your child will also take part in shared reading and 

reading comprehension during each week.
• Aim: To read 3x week to an adult.
• Encourage your child to read for around 20 minutes 

every day or most days.

Phonics is a huge part of your child’s learning. Early 
fluency in being able to read and decode words helps 
your child to understand what they are reading.

Expectations

Expectations - uniform 
Uniform: 

● Black trousers/shorts/skirt

● Plain white/red polo shirt (or branded)

● Plain red jumper/cardigan (or branded)

● Plain black shoes/trainers (no white logos, open 

toes, high-heeled shoes/boots)



Expectations - uniform 
PE kit: 

● Black school PE top (with logo) or plain red or white t-shirt.

● Plain black shorts/leggings/tracksuit bottoms.

● Plain red/black jumper. 

● Plain black trainers for outdoor, plimsolls for indoor.

● No earrings/jewellery. Tape covering ears is acceptable .

● Hair tied back.



Homework
● Children will get homework on a Friday and it will 

need to be handed in the following Wednesday.
● There will be a maths task and a writing task.
● Your child needs to read with you at least 3 times 

a week.



Home/link
● Please speak to us if you have any concerns about your 

child – academically or socially - the sooner the better but 
you may need to make an appointment in advance. 

● Equally, if we have concerns about your child’s progress or 
social development we will make a point of asking for a 
meeting with you.

● We are usually outside the gate each afternoon – but if you 
need to see us for a longer or private talk please book an 
appointment with us.

● Good as well!



Entering and Leaving 
school
● The entrance will be opened at 8:45am.
● We start lessons promptly at 9:00am.
● The children leave from the gate at 

3:10pm.



School attendance overall was 86% last year 
(National average 94%) This equates to being off 
approximately 5 weeks off school

New requirements for monitoring and reporting 
attendance come into force from September 2024. 

Main aim is to support families to encourage good 
attendance, ensuring pupils are in school everyday. 
There also have been changes to fining structure/costs.  

We have a new ‘attendance liaison officer’ at Trust level 
supporting Mr Rock and Mrs Amos starting this term.

How to help?
● Encourage your child to read – 20 mins every few days at 

least.
● Make sure they arrive at school on time.
● Support your child as they complete their homework tasks.
● Remind your child to change their library books regularly.
● Let us know if there is a reason your child can’t do PE.
● Send in money through parent pay and forms to us rather 

than the office.
● Please let the office know as well as us if someone different is 

picking up your child.
● Consent for photos.
